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Soo Locks Partial Benefits Evaluation Overview

Located on the St. Mary’s River at Sault Ste. Marie, Michigan, the Soo
Locks process 80 million tons of commodity annually, providing a critical
link in the Great Lakes - St. Lawrence River System. The Baird/URS JV is
participating in a study authorized by the USACE to estimate the cost of
unexpected closures of the Soo Locks that may result from lock
infrastructure deterioration over the next 50 years. Costs relate to the
additional expense industry would incur to move commodity (iron ore
and steel) via less efficient transportation alternatives during lock
closures. Extensive interviews have been conducted with vessel carriers
and end users of iron ore and coal on the Great Lakes to determine the
most likely alternative transport. The primary objective of the work is to
determine whether the key assumptions used in the study might result in
a significantly higher or lower Benefit Cost Ratio, than that currently used
by the USACE for the construction of a replacement lock or significant
lock upgrade.
