Focus Areas:

1. SAME Relevance: Maintain and enhance SAME relevance in
response to a changed environment of government relationships.

2. Support to Veterans: continue to assist veterans with transition
to civilian life, including obtaining professional credentials and civilian
employment.

3. STEM Outreach: Support and mentor teachers and students (K-
12 and college) on careers in engineering and related fields with practical
experience and role models.

This telling me SAME is moving in a direction that will rely less on the
traditional uniformed military involvement that promoted the link
between DOD projects and the A/E/C contracting community and more
towards the national network of A/E/C companies that promote our
professions in direct support of military objectives and (this is the shift)
towards a concept of using our influence and capabilities towards building
and maintaining a unified national security.

In this new structure, the bedrock of sharing information about the annual
DOD programs remains. After all, it is in everyone’s best interest to
mutually understand what the MILCON program objectives are so the
A/E/C community can “design and build” America’s objectives. The
promotion of reaching out to the Veteran community is

significant. Reaching out has many possibilities and we should select
avenues of support that are achievable and fit our Post character. STEM
outreach is the Focus Area that received a lot of attention. Thereis a
subtle awareness that the health of our nation’s future is directly tied to
the success of promoting STEM.

America is fighting a losing battle on two fronts: our public infrastructure
is decaying to the point of collapse and our children are not moving
through school such that the supply of engineers and related professions
will be sufficient to design and build ourselves out of the mess we are
allowing to take place. As a Post, we should place our considerable
resources towards selected programs and school/student support projects
that will bolster the professions of engineering that will be needed to
carry America in the generations to come.
